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The new Downtown Los Angeles Standard Hotel inhabits the elegant
former headquarters of the Superior Oil Company. The 12-story,
marble-clad building was built in 1952 and had been vacant for
many years. Its impressive intact 1950's era architectural details
including a terrazzo-lined lobby with illuminated ceiling, oil produc-
tion frieze and a 15-time-zone lobby clock, made it a prime target
for development during Downtown's recent renaissance.

The design prized the historical components like the lobby and used
small tweaks (like the addition of the colored lighting in the lobby
ceiling) to invigorate the space and fuse old and new. Design con-
cepts grew from the global corporate headquarter culture (epito-
mized by the Superior Oil Building) including the sensibility of the
playboy businessman, fashion, advertising and movies of the 'S0's
and '60's. A contemporary twist repackages this history into a cin-
ematic backdrop for the Standard's young, low-budget travelers and
in-town guests.

The main entry to the office building had originally been off Flower
Street on the building’s west side, leading into the elegant terrazzo-
lined lobby. The new entry, however, needed to be resituated on the
east side of the building to accommodate the vehicular drop-off
needs for a hotel. This provided the opportunity to envision and cre-
ate a new entry sequence with a courtyard and new doors and glaz-
ing into the lobby. No changes were made to the 6th Street eleva-
tion. The new lobby space is a reconfiguration of the old 2-story
banking hall (complete with escalators) that served the ground floor
tenant of the old Superior Oil building. A new coffee shop is tucked
under the mezzanine. Ten floors of office space were completely
gutted and reorganized to provide 207 guest rooms. Finally, a key
public space was carved out of the marble clad mechanical pent-
house on the roof where there is now a rooftop bar and pool encir-
cled by LA's high-rise towers.

The office building was converted into a hotel, a process that took
advantage of historic tax credits. The expansion of the building is
more or less in tact, with some changes to the penthouse and the
new lobby entrance to the east. The entrance of the building did not
have historic significance except for the elevator lobby that was pre-
served in the renovation. Construction was fast-tracked.
